DIRECTOR'S NOTES

had the privilege of programming eleven seasons of

mysteries at Vertigo Theatre. At first | was reticent to

program Christie, worrying that the plays were “old

chestnuts,” and hoping to see an evolution in the mystery
theatre genre. Finally in my fourth season with the company,
still dubious about the relevance of the work, | gave in to the
legion of Christie stalwarts and programmed The Mousetrap.
‘If I'm going to program an old chestnut of a mystery, why
not the mother of all old chestnuts,’ | thought.

Sitting in the audience for the very first preview of

that production, | had a mixture of trepidation and

embarrassment in my gut. The creative team had done
an admirable job, but would the audience be satisfied? What about those folks who
had seen this same material on this same stage before? Would they be bored? What
followed when the curtain rose was a series of revelations. About the power of theatre
that is created for the singular purpose of entertaining an audience. About how a
masterpiece of genre can defy time and expectation. And, maybe most importantly,
about how even contemporary audiences have an innate desire to suspend their
disbelief and be thrilled.

My hope is that tonight this excellent team of artists can give you similar thrills and a
much needed escape.

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AGATHA CHRISTIE AND THE MOUSETRAP

orn on September 15th, 1890, in Torquay (England),

Agatha Christie was homeschooled, an unusual option in

that era, teaching herself to read at age 5, having her first

publication at age 11 of a poem in a local magazine, and
writing her first short story at age 18 to stave off boredom
while in bed with influenza.

Christie's writing career started in earnest when Agatha decided
to write a detective story, after her sister Madge bet she couldn't
write a good one. Her first novel, The Mysterious Affair at Styles,
introduced Hercule Poirot. However once completed, Agatha
couldn't find a publisher. Finally in 1919, publisher John Lane of
The Bodley Head, the seventh to have received the manuscript, accepted The Mysterious
Affair at Styles and contracted Agatha to write five more books. A mystery writer was born.

Agatha Christie

In 1947, Agatha was approached by the BBC to write a radio play for the 80th birthday of

Queen Mary, who was an avid admirer of her work. The result was Three Blind Mice, which
ultimately became The Mousetrap. The world's longest
running play opened in October 1952 in Nottingham,
before transferring to the Ambassadors Theatre in the
West End in November with Richard Attenborough and
Sheila Sim as the stars. In September 1956, it became
the longest running play in British history. And in 1974, it
moved to the St Martins Theatre where it has been ever
since (save for an enforced hiatus during the corona
virus pandemic).

Agatha Christie has penned 66 detective novels
and 14 short story collections, as well as the world's
longest-running play. Her books have sold over a
billion copies in the English language and a billion in
translation. Agatha Christie became, and remains,
the best-selling novelist of all time.

FUN FACTS ABOUT AGATHA CHRISTIE

Writing & Life

When she published The Mysterious Affair at Styles, she was forced to use the spelling
“coco” instead of “cocoa” due to the insistence of an editor. As an inexperienced
novelist, she capitulated, but she received many letters from acquaintances noting the
“coco” spelling and commenting that she was “never a good speller.” Christie thought
this was “most unfair.”

The Mysterious Affair at Styles earned her the princely sum of £25.

The murderer's application of poison, in The Mysterious Affair at Styles, was so
well described, that when the book was eventually published Agatha received an
unprecedented honour for a writer of fiction - a review in the Pharmaceutical Journal.

She is the only crime writer to have created two equally famous and much-loved
characters - Hercule Poirot and Miss Marple.

Miss Marple was inspired by her maternal grandmother and her friends.

When she first started writing poetry in her youth, she wrote poems inspired by the
commedia dell'arte, and the figures Harlequin and Columbine. These helped inspire
her Mr. Quin tales later in her career.

She wrote six semi-autobiographical, bitter-sweet novels under the pseudonym Mary
Westmacott. The fact that she was the author remained a secret for almost 20 years.

In 1922, during a trip around the world, Christie
and first husband, Archibald, tried surfing in
Muizenberg, South Africa. She enjoyed it so
much, she would do it again on that trip in
Honolulu, Hawaii.

When Penguin paperbacks were launched in 1935
The Mysterious Affair at Styles was one of the first

10 titles. Agatha Christie surfing, 1922

She was the first crime writer to have 100,000 copies
of ten of her titles published by Penguin on the same day in 1948 - A Penguin Million.

In 1954 she was the recipient of the first ever Grandmaster Award from the Mystery
Writers of America.

She accepted the Presidency of the famous “Detection Club”, a group of celebrated
British mystery writers, in 1958 on the strict understanding that she would never have
to make a speech, as she was painfully shy.

When he died, Hercule Poirot was given a full-page obituary in The New York Times.

Christie considered retiring at the age of seventy-five, but her books were selling so
well that she decided to keep writing for at least another five years and wound up
writing up until about a year before she passed away at age eighty-six.

At the Bouchercon World Mystery Convention in May 2000, she was named Mystery
Writer of the Century and the Poirot books Mystery Series of the Century.

She wrote over 30 plays, of which the most famous, The Mousetrap, is the longest
running play in the world, having debuted in 1952.

She is the only female dramatist ever to have had three plays running simultaneously
in London's West End.

She is the only crime novelist to achieve equal and international fame as a dramatist.

The Mousetrap was developed from the radio play Three Blind Mice, which was written
at the request of Queen Mary (grandmother of Queen Elizabeth II) for her birthday.

The original programme for The Mousetrap had no title on the cover - just a mousetrap
on a splash of red.

Inmates at Wormwood Scrubs prison in London were once treated to a performance
of The Mousetrap with the West End cast. During the play, two prisoners escaped.

Of her own work her favourite play was Witness for the Prosecution.

Christie kept such a low profile that she was not recognized at the Witness for the
Prosecution stage play premiere party and was turned away at the door. She was too
shy to identify herself and demand access.

Christie won an Edgar Award for Best Play for The Witness for the Prosecution.

Agatha Christie's name has appeared every day for the last 53 years in every
newspaper with a West End theatre listing. Apart from during lockdown in 2020!

On the day she died the West End theatres dimmed their lights for one hour.

These facts were compiled by Agatha Christie experts John Curran and Chris Chan, alongside Agatha Christie Ltd.
