Shortly thereafter, the film rights were purchased by actor Kirk Douglas who fully intended
to star as McMurphy. However, the film did not get made until 1975, and Douglas was deemed to old to play
McMurphy. Enter Jack Nicholson and producer Michael Douglas. The film would go on to sweep the major Oscars
at the 1975 Academy Awards
